Your daughter received the Course Registration form, transcript, and 4-year plan at the General Assembly
on March 12.

The Edline course request submission period will ru n from April 1 through May 10, 2010.
Selection of courses must be done through the stude nts’ Edline account.

March 15, 2010 Students applying for placement in English 1l Honors, English 1ll Honors, or AP
English IV, report at 3 p.m. to the designated testing room to complete the timed
writing essay.

April 1, 2010 Edline Course Registration begins.
May 10, 2010 Last day to submit Course Registrations. Edline cou rse request submission

period ends. The program will be deactivated after this date. Students who do
not register for courses will need to submit a pape r copy of courses requested
to their Academic Advisor. Their schedule will be p repared after all Edline
requests have been completed.

Students will be scheduled into classes once ALL fi nancial obligations to the school have
been met.

Only students who meet the pre-requisites will be considered for Honors/Advanced Placement courses.
Students planning to enroll in AP/Honors courses are asked to carefully review the requirements.
Generally, students with leadership/sports/major co-curricular responsibilities are encouraged not to
enroll in more than three AP/Honors courses per sem ester. A petition form may be submitted if a
student is not recommended and requests a review of her transcript. Forms are available at the
front office and from the Academic Counselors.

Please note that the University of California assigns extra points toward a student's GPA for up to 8
semesters of certified Honors/AP level work completed in 10" and 11™ grades. Not more than four
semesters of courses taken in the 10 " grade may be given honor points. D grades do not earn extra
points. No extra points are given for Honors English Il, Honors Geometry, Honors World History, or Honors
Algebra Il/Trigonometry. Cornelia Connelly does grant the extra point for al | Honors/AP courses in

the calculation of Connelly’s grade point averages.

Mrs. Serrano will schedule students into courses who fail to submit their registration forms.

Parents of juniors and sophomores, please contact Ms. Posada if you have any questions regarding your
daughter’s selection of courses. Parents of freshmen, please contact Ms. Savala. Students are
responsible for selecting the required courses to s atisfy graduation requirements. Each one is

asked to give serious reflection to the selection o f courses . Students who are enrolled in Honors/AP
courses must make the commitment to complete that course. Due to scheduling constraints, a student
initially enrolled in an Honors/AP course who requests to drop it later in the Fall cannot be assured that the
equivalent non honors course will be available to her.
