Does the Self Study Report reflect adequately the tenor of the Connelly 
community? Will the team recognize and understand our commitment to the 
Goals for Holy Child Schools, which is in keeping with our unique culture? It can 
be a futile exercise to try and validate each goal by numerous examples. 
However, these goals can be taken for granted because they are integrated 
throughout the life of the school. This evaluation process gives us the opportunity 
to check up on ourselves and call each other to promote the highest standard of 
Cornelia Connelly’s educational philosophy through these Goals for Holy Child 
Schools: 

1. Foster a faith commitment  that engenders a joyous personal 
relationship with God in addressing the challenges of the world. 

2. Live, learn, and worship as a dynamic Christian community . 
3. Offer an intellectually challenging and creative program of study that 

develops a love of learning  and academic excellence 
4. Work for Christian principles of justice, peace, and compassion  in 

every facet of life. 
5. Create a learning climate based on trust and reverence  for the dignity 

and uniqueness of each person. 
6. Promote the personal growth and development of all who participate in 

the life of the school. 
7. Ensure the continuation and growth  of the Holy Child mission and 

philosophy in the school.
