March 31st

April 2nd
- Visit Capitoline Museum and Colosseum.
   The capitoline museum is the main archaeological museum in Rome. It contains many 
famous sculptures. One of its more famous pieces is the Capitoline Wolf.

   Built in the 1st Century A.D., the Colosseum is the largest amphitheater in Rome. 
We will walk through its enormous halls and view its hidden tunnels from above.

- Visit Palatine and Forum
   The Palatine is the center most of the seven hills of Rome. We will view the remains 
of the palaces of the emperors as well as take in a spectacular view of the Roman 
forum.

- Visit Ostia Antica
   We will board not one, but two trains to travel to Ostia (near the beach!), the 
major port town of ancient Rome. We will see a city that has everything a bustling 
port town should have: a theatre, market, forum, and ancient bathrooms!

- Visit Mt. Vesuvius site
   In 79 A.D. Mt. Vesuvius erupted, burying the cities of Pompeii and Herculaneum. 
We will visit/climb the still active volcano and view its eerie crater which still has 
steam rising from its source.

April 6th 
- Visit Pompeii site
   We will visit the ancient city of Pompeii (and some of its former occupants !!). 
Pompeii is the home to some of the most lavish residences in all of Italy. It is a living 
city that has been preserved almost in entirety.

- Bus Leaves from Pompeii to Rome via Naples 

- Visit Naples Archeological Museum
   We will see all of the frescoes, statuary, mosaics, and other artifacts that were 
found in Pompeii and Herculaneum.

- Visit Vatican Museum
   A guide will escort us through the Vatican Museum as we see many pieces of art 
from many different ages of history. We will see the many galleries and tapestries of 
the Vatican which will culminate with our visit to the Sistine Chapel.

   We will visit the enormous basilica of St. Peter. There will be an optional side trip 
for those daring enough (and hardy enough) to climb the basilica!
